City Administrator Announces Retirement Plans

Mark Miller, Norwalk City Administrator since August 1988, announced to the Council at its regular meeting on October 6th his plans to retire effective June 30, 2012.  During Miller’s tenure Norwalk’s population has grown from around 3,000 residents to near 10,000; along with a large increase in retail and commercial growth.  The City is dynamically positioned as well, with vital infrastructure (water, sanitary sewer and transportation) in place. The resulting development during this time period leaves Norwalk in a very attractive and viable position for continued growth.  The City Council will meet on October 13th to begin determining its procedures for Mr. Miller’s succession.
